On the back
of the card, write or glue the name of illustration and the pertinent facts from the booklet of
information. With enthusiasm, show your child each card as you say its name. Repeat 2-3
times a day for a few days. Later, begin to teach the facts about each with the same technique.

Each title is followed
by a short description of what is included in the packet. We have tried to make the
publications suitable for a range of ages, but there are some packets especially designed for
very early learners, and others that are quite sophisticated in comparison.
